Do you speak English quickly?

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Do you walk slowly?
Yes, I walk slowly; No, I don’t walk slowly

The difference between the words "ever“ and "never" 
is that the word "ever" is positive, and is generally used
in questions, whilst the word "never" is negative

Does it ever snow in the south of Italy in summer?
No, it never snows in the south of Italy in summer.
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Do you ever go to school on Sunday?
No, I never go to school on Sunday.

Is Christmas ever on the 21st of December?
No, Christmas is never on the 21st of December;
it's always on the 25th of December.

Does the sun ever shine during the night?
No, the sun never shines during 
the night.
